7. HTMMA VIGNETTE/ PROMOTION SPEECH – This can be your Intersession or Spring Break vignette or any vignette about an experience at HTMMA.  See your vignette handout for guidelines ½ to 1 full page).  OR You can replace this vignette with your HTMMA promotion speech audition.

8. VISION BOARD – See the green handout about requirements for your vision board.  This will serve as the divider in your scrapbook between your legacy (the past) and your destiny (your future in the next 20 years).

9. BUCKET LIST – This should be a list of at least 20 things you want to make sure you do before you die.  Your bucket list could definitely be pasted on the same page as your vision board.

10. COLLEGE POEM – You may choose to write a sonnet or a villanelle for your college poem.  This will be the only highly structured poetry component of your Legacy/Destiny scrapbook.

Choose either the sonnet format or the villanelle format for your college poem.  With the independence that college brings, you must learn to create structures of your own and be disciplined to reach your goals. Fill the poetic structure that you choose with your brilliance and stories from college. Use your college vocabulary!

FORMAT #1: SHAKESPEAREAN SONNET


How to write your own Shakespearean sonnet:

A Shakespearean sonnet is a 14 line poem made up of 3 quatrains (group of 4 lines) and a final couplet (2 rhymed lines).  Each line of the sonnet is written in iambic pentameter.  An iamb consists of 2 syllables (stressed then unstressed).  Pentameter means that there are 5 iambs on each line.  This means that there are 10 syllables per line.

Note:  A Shakespearean sonnet is perfect for expressing excitement and other positive emotions.

FORMAT #2: VILLLANELLE




How to write your own villanelle:
The lines are grouped into five tercets (3 line stanza) and a concluding quatrain (4 line stanza). Thus a Villanelle has 19 lines. Lines may be of any length. The Villanelle has two rhymes. The rhyme scheme is aba, with the same end-rhyme for every first and last line of each tercet and the final two lines of the quatrain. 
Two of the lines are repeated: 
The first line of the first stanza is repeated as the last line of the second and the fourth stanzas, and as the second-to-last line in the concluding quatrain. 

The third line of the first stanza is repeated as the last line of the third and the fifth stanzas, and as the last line in the concluding quatrain.

Note:  A villanelle is powerful because of the intensity that builds from the beginning of the poem to the end.
